St. John Vianney had great difficulty completing the
studies for priesthood, but he was a humble man and per-
severed. He continued studying and reflecting on the Faith
his entire life, and partly because of that, his reputation as
a confessor and pastor of souls made him known by Chris-
tians throughout the world. People traveled from around
the world to his little parish in the French countryside to
see him, and he was known to spend 16 hours a day hear-
ing confessions. Below are some quotes from his writings
to meditate on:

~ Prayer is the inner bath of love into which the soul
plunges itself.

~ We are each of us like a small mirror in which God
searches for His reflection.

~ Remain humble, remain simple. The more you are so,
the more good you will do.

~ All the good works in the world are not equal to the Ho-
ly Sacrifice of the Mass because they are the works of
men, but the Mass is the work of God. Martyrdom is noth-
ing in comparison for it is but the sacrifice of man to God;
but the Mass is the sacrifice of God for man.

~ In your work, offer your difficulties and troubles quite
simply to God...and you will find that His blessing will
rest upon you and on all you do.

~ Private prayer is like straw scattered here and there: If
you set it on fire it makes a lot of little flames. But gather
these straws into a bundle and light them, and you get a
mighty fire, rising like a column into the sky, public pray-
er is like that.
